The value for June is CARING.  There are many 
ways that students can “live” this value at 
school: 

¶ being prepared to look after people 
and other things (including the 
environment) 

¶ taking an interest in the life of others 

¶ listening  to the concerns of others and 
expressing empathy 

¶ letting other people know that they 
are important to you 

 
This value is important to the College because if 
displayed by all students and teachers we 
would have a school where everyone felt 
accepted and cared for.  There would be no 
bullying and students would work hard to build 
positive relationships with one another. 
 
Bullying 
Given the release of our “Creating a Positive 
School Culture” brochure I thought it 
appropriate to devote some space in the next 
two Newsletters to the topic of bullying. This is 
an area in which significant research has been 
conducted and the common findings of world-
wide research indicate: 

¶ bullying happens in all schools. 

¶ approximately half of all pupils report 
having been bullied at some time.  

¶ the reported incidence of bullying 
decreases with age. 

¶ boys are more likely to be involved in 
physical bullying than girls. 

¶ bullying takes many forms. 
 
I would love to say that we have no bullying at 
Murtoa College but unfortunately bullying does 
occur in all schools. I do know that we are 
fortunate to have relatively small numbers of 
bullying incidents and most of this bullying is 
considered ‘low level’ bullying. ‘Low level’ 
bullying includes hurtful teasing, pushing or 
shoving, subtle but nasty body language and 
exclusion from games/groups.  
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Make no mistake, regardless of the level of bullying; 
we work very hard to eliminate such behaviours. As 
a school that prides itself on providing a safe and 
caring environment we work tirelessly to ensure 
that every child is feeling happy at school.  At 
Murtoa College we take the issue of bullying very 
seriously. 
 
Our Response to Bullying 

¶ we have zero tolerance to bullying. If we 
become aware of bullying we immediately 
deal with the students involved and will 
contact parents. It is vital that parents and 
the school work together to assist the 
victim and the bully. 

¶  it is imperative that if parents become 
aware of an issue, they immediately 
contact the school so that we can 
investigate. 

¶ we have very clear procedures to address 
bullying incidents as they arise. 

¶ we reinforce with all students the 
procedure to follow if they feel they are 
being bullied. 

¶ we focus on primary prevention programs 
that assist students to develop skills and 
abilities to respond to bullying.  

 
For Consideration 

¶ we will not be able to eliminate bullying 
completely, although this is our goal. We 
can however, through our concerted effort 
and the ‘culture’ of the school, ensure that 
it is kept to a minimum. 

 

¶ Our experience tells us that in a lot of 
bullying cases there are two sides to the 
story. Rarely do we have incidents of 
bullying that are unprovoked. So please 
listen carefully to your child, report the 
incident and then give the school time to 
fully investigate the situation. 

 
Our philosophy is that we do not tolerate 
bullying in any shape or form and will act 
immediately with the support of parents to 
investigate every incident of bullying reported.

Human Swine Influenza 
Good hygiene practices can greatly reduce the chance you will get the flu or pass it on to others. 
  
The following personal hygiene is vital. 

o     Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze.  

o     Throw the tissue in a plastic-lined rubbish bin after you use it.  

o      Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based hands 

cleaners are also effective.  

o     Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread that way. 

  

Ý Follow any instructions by health professionals on quarantining or limiting social contact. 

Ý Stay at home if you are sick and telephone your local doctor or local clinic for advice. 

Ý If it becomes necessary to attend the Medical Clinic, please phone ahead to tell them you are coming in 
with flu-like symptoms. 

Ý Please call your GP if you have a flu like illness (fever and cough and fatigue) and have traveled to Mexico, 
USA or Canada in the past seven days, or have been in direct contact with a confirmed case of Human 
Swine Flu. 

Ý Please call your local hospital if you are seriously unwell with flu like symptoms and have traveled to 
Mexico, USA or Canada in past seven days, or have been in direct contact with a confirmed case of 
Human Swine Flu.
